2.    Public Announcements:

 
-Octaviano Rios, CD3 Field Deputy for Councilman Dennis Zine. Announced a memorial fund for slain LAPD SWAT Officer Simmons. All contributions should be sent in his name to Los Angeles Police Federal Credit Union, 16150 Sherman Way, CA 94140 made to account number 0230077sf.12. 


-Captain James Sherman- CO West Valley Police Station- Briefly eulogized Officer Simmons, the most senior SWAT officer on the SWAT team. 


Mid-City and West SFV PD have new commands.


Using the $600m Prop A funds, the new police station should be operating by 1/09. This increases the commands in the Valley to 7. The new command should reach from Plummer to Mulholland and Corbin west to the City line.


This new station should inherit 13.08% of the Valley’s workload. There will not be a significant increase in police officers or cars but should substantially decrease call times. The Station will have 7 patrol cars with 2 in the Woodland Hills area.

3.   Public Speakers:

   Shirley Blessing- DOT want Neighborhood Council input in directing public traffic   mitigation funds to specific intersections. WHWC NC Chair Joyce Pearson suggested creating an ad-hoc committee to help DOT with the Ventura Blvd./Topanga Canyon Blvd. intersection. Suggested committee meet with the WHHO on 4th Wed. of Month at Keiser Hospital.   
         


   Sean McCarthy- Said the Woodland Hills Chamber of Commerce and the Valley Cultural Center will be raising and donating $4,000 for both Officer Simmons family and the injured officer involved in the same shooting.


Announced the relocation of Gordon Luster from the WC Marriott to Hyatt in Sand Diego.

  - Tim Stafford made announcement regarding the event to raise awareness and money   for the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society.


-Sean McCarthy issued a Chamber of Commerce report. The CoC has taken a “no” position on Measure “S”; The CoC will support Prop “92” community college funding and budgeting. The CoC is not in support of the current LA River Improvement Project.

  -Charlie Bogusz announced AYSO is starting a Spring soccer season. Louisville School kids collected over 100 bags of trash from the Ave. San Luis clean up. This coming weekend the area is to be replanted.
