1.    Public Announcements:

 -Octaviano Rios, CD3 Field Deputy for Councilman Dennis Zine. Announced that due to increased graffiti and vandalism LAPD has installed security cameras located in various locations at the rear of the retail buildings on Ventura Blvd., east of Winnetka into Tarzana. These cameras are voice (sound) activated. -New Field Deputy Dennis Bogart installed to focus on “pack rat” conditions in the CD3. -Discussion in progress regarding the use of QUIMBY fees to remodel the now vacant firehouse located on Canoga and Costanzo Aves. And make available for community uses. -Marty Lipkin requested a statement of Clman. Zine’s position on SB 1818. –Recommended Area 4 submit recommendations regarding the 101 Fwy/Valley Circle interchange in writing.

WC Specific Plan is almost 2 years in the re-study. –On 2/21/08 the earmarked money was finally released to hire a professional urban planning design company. Specific Plan to include a study of 162 intersections, a substantial increase from the original 27. Estimated new specific plan will be completed in 3rd quarter 2009. ON 3/13/08 subcommittee met to review RFP for submission to design firms. Specific plan CAC meetings are 3rd Thursday at Firestation 84.
