Of the Wednesday, May 14, 2008
Woodland Hills Warner Center Neighborhood Council
Full Council Meeting

Held at the Woodland Hills Academy MPR, 20800 Burbank Boulevard, Woodland Hills, CA 91364
Call to Order at 6:34 p.m. 

Attendance: 18 voting members present, 7 alternates present – quorum established. Approx. 45 guests. 

1.    Public Announcements: 
-L.A.P.D. Senior Lead Officer Brent Rygh. Requests assistance from the WHWCNC with the purchase of a speed trailer for LAPD, the cost of which is $8,594.60. The new Topanga Police Station is scheduled to be opened on or about January 4, 2009. Currently there are no updates on the status of the Red Square Restaurant issues. 

 -Octaviano Rios, CD3 Field Deputy for Councilman Dennis Zine. Announced that the Woodland Hills area is a “hot spot” for tree root damage to the sewer lines. On 5/15/08 there will be a housing and benefits fair for our returning troops and on 6/5//08 there will be a job fair also for returning troops. Octaviano was requested by Joyce Pearson to provide a report to the Council on the potential use of the “old” 84 firehouse by the council for some office and storage space by the WHWCNC.  

-Bill Larson- Los Angeles City Attorney. Attorney Larson is working with the Nuisance Abatement Division to attempt to pull the Police Permits from the Red Square Restaurant. He reiterated that most of the problems, including but not limited to public intoxication and extortion are caused by gangs, mainly the Armenian “Power Gang” as well as other local gangs. 
-John Mazur – WHWCNC – requested assistance with procuring police permitting meeting attendees and/or statements from neighbors of the Red Square Restaurant pertaining to the crime and nuisance issues in and around the area of the Red Square. 
2. Public Speakers:




1. Mr. Terry Fisher – Wrestling Coach and Teacher at El Camino Real H.S.- Requested that the WHWCNC contribute up to $8,000 for the purchase of a new wrestling mat for the wrestling team. Existing mat is over 25 years old. WHWCNC will get “signage” on mat for donation. Joyce Pearson of WHWCNC will refer the matter to the Outreach Committee. 

2. Sean McCarthy – (Woodland Hills Chamber of Commerce, WHWCNC) – Reported that the new “Woodland Hills” street signs are being damaged for removed and the WHWCNC needs to consider  the cost of maintaing and/or replacing the signs. Said we may have some funds available in the street furniture fund.  


3.  Gilbert Yablon - Requested that the WHWCNC withdraw its support of the approval of a zone change for the new Starbucks located on Topanga Canon Blvd./Dumetz Ave. and submitted petition from neighbors in favor of reconsideration and withdrawal. Joyce Pearson said the issue was well studied and publicized and at that time there was a very minimal participation from the immediate neighbors of the Starbucks. Issue sent back to PLUM for discussion and reconsideration. 


4. Michael V. Jesic, Esq.- Introduced himself to WHWCNC and stated he is a candidate for Superior Court Judge and would appreciate our consideration come election time.

5. Christopher Park – Transportation Management Organization. T.M.O. is a non-profit organization that oversees transportation programs. www.metro.net and tmo@warnercenter.org

6. Jim Anderson  (WHWCNC) – wants to have WHWCNC apply the “Field Act” to all new construction of public buildings in Warner Center.


7. Joyce Pearson (WHWCNC) – all press releases and publicity shall have to go through the Chair if a position has been taken.
